A strong iron gate that can be raised to allow the
drawbridge to be lowered.

A bridge that can be lowered or raised to enter and
exit a castle.

A deep ditch that surrounds a castle. It can be filled
with or without water.

A small tower built on the castle, at the corner or on
top of a larger tower.

Fortified tower built within castles for defence.

The outer wall of a castle.

Money given to the government to help rule the
country.
